By Car
From Metropolitan New York City and New Jersey
Take the New York State Thruway (Interstate 87) north to Exit 24 (Albany). Take Interstate 87 north to Exit 30.  Take Route 9 north for two miles to Route 73. Continue on Route 73 for 28 miles to Lake Placid.

From Buffalo, Rochester, Syracuse and points west
Take Interstate 90 (New York State Thruway) east to Exit 36 (Syracuse). Take Interstate 81 north to Watertown. Take Route 3 east to Saranac Lake, then follow Route 86 east to Lake Placid.

Or:  Take Interstate 90 all the way to Albany and follow the NYC directions.

By Air

Three major airports are within two hours driving time of Lake Placid. You can choose from:

· Albany, NY - 132 miles 

· Burlington, VT - 112 miles 

· Montreal, Quebec - 88 miles 

Albany and Burlington are the easiest airports to use.  Call Majestic Limousine and Transportation in advance to book a limo from the airports.  The cost for a limousine for one or two persons is $220 from Albany, NY, $220 plus a small charge for the ferry from Burlington, VT and $225 from Montreal, Quebec.

There is a small airport called the Adirondack Airport in Saranac Lake.  The limousine from there is only $60 for one or two persons.
